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NATIONAL PARKS (AMENDMENT) ORDER 2010

(Legal Notice  of 2010)

MADE by the Governor under section 3 of the National Parks
Ordinance

I. This Order may be cited as the National Parks
(Amendment) Order 2010 and shall come into operation on 4™
January 2011,

2. The areas named and described in section 3 are delimited on
site plans designated HA 34 and HA 35, that may be inspected at
the office of the Department of Environment and Coastal
Resources during normal working hours.
